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Dear Parents,
We have had a great start to the term. Below is an overview of what your child has been learning this week:
Maths: Counting (using fingergnosis) from 5 to 0. Matching fingers to name of number so it has meaning (cardinality). 
Literacy: We have learnt the traditional tale of Little Red Riding Hood and the story ‘We’re Going on a Bear Hunt’ by Michael Rosen. We have listened to rhythm of the story. We have joined in with repeated phrases. We have listened to onomatopoeic words and phrases.
Art: We have looked at a portrait of Frida Kahlo and named the parts of her face. We then looked in a hand mirror and painting our own self- portrait mixing colours using a palette and different sized brushes. 
History: We looked at an artefact. It was a Little Red Riding Hood upside down rag doll that children used to play with a long time ago before computers, T.Vs and i-pads were invented.  
Geography: We have explored the school grounds in readiness for map work. We have looked at hills and learnt what a hill is. We have found hills in the school grounds and ran up them, then ran down them. We have also looked at our class World Map and globe. We learnt about the Chocolate Hills in the Philippines. 
Phonics: We have been having a ‘listening moment’ and trying to identify environmental sounds. Your child will need to be able to differentiate between different sounds in readiness for learning the sounds (phonemes) needed for segmenting and blending in phonics.
P.E: Your child has engaged in a dance lesson led by a specialist coach. Your child has practised gross motor skills necessary for pre-writing. Your child has also practised catching and kicking a balloon on the field as a warm-up activity for P.E. Balloons move slower, so it is easier for children to practise their catching skills with balloons at first. Your child has also used the all-weather running track every day as part of wellbeing and physical fitness.
Science: In science, we looked at ice and observed it melting. We observed that when it melts, it turns into water. We then used ice to make our own hand made ice-cream. We used our taste sense and thought up how we could describe it. We used the describing words: sweet, cold, smooth and creamy.
