
This half term (Autumn 2) Year 6 will be learning about the following topics:
	English
	We’ll look at journalistic writing, playscripts, and narrative. Formal/impersonal writing. Grammar and punctuation: complex sentences, relative clauses, word classes, semi-colons and colons, parenthetic commas, active and passive verbs. Spelling: silent letters, roots and patterns. We will watch a Dahl production for drama. Study of Street Child

	Mathematics
	Data handling, calculations using all four rules, problem solving, units of measure and converting units, perimeter and area of shapes, including irregular shapes. We will develop our work on fractions and percentages, to find conversions but also to add, subtract and multiply fractions.

	Science
	We will be working on a topic about the human body, considering the circulation and respiration systems. We will link this with our work on fitness and exercise and how this can help the human body. We will be naming the organs and understanding their functions, especially parts of the heart and lungs. 

	Computing
	We will have a focus on E-Safety and anti-bullying in regards to staying safe. Developing use of IPads for research. Using the internet to search databases and to interpret information; word processing; using ICT to support learning in other curriculum areas. 

	P.E.
	We will be following a dance unit with Mrs Webb refining and developing our control and movement.

 We will be developing a rugby themed dance in groups. We will also continue to develop

our gymnastic skills to develop sequences using bridges, balances, travel and jumps. 

	Music
	Singing for Christmas; ‘Songwriter’ – focus on lyrics of songs-mood and purpose.
We will also be working on our Christmas production songs and festive carols in December. 

	Art/ DT
	This half term, the children will study the pattern work of William Morris to link to our Victorian work and they will develop printing blocks to recreate this using symmetry. We will also create and deisgn our own stockings, using fabric for a Victorian Christmas. 

	R.E.
	Worship and Community in the Church- the building and congregation. How Christmas is celebrated. We will visit the Catholic Church in Hale Barns. 

	P.S.H.E. & Citizenship
	‘Getting on and Falling Out- how to resolve and avoid conflicts’, ‘Say no to Bullying’ link to E-Safety and anti-bullying week. Keeping the body healthy and fit- lifestyle choices

	French
	Greetings, Numbers, Colours, Items around the classroom, Christmas in France; developing speaking, listening skills and vocabulary.

	History 
	This half term we will be continuing our topic work on the Victorians, with our focus being on the lives of children during the era.  We will be studying holidays, school-life, working conditions in the mines and mills, comparing lives of the rich and poor, and celebrating a Victorian Christmas. This will also include a trip to Styal Mill.
