	English
	Texts: descriptive and newspaper reporting based on sporting events

Reading- comprehension skills and revision of question types for tests

Grammar: complex sentences and grammatical features of the different types of text.  Grammatical terminology, syntax and punctuation rules and their application in preparation for the SPAG test.

Spelling: consolidation of spelling rules, using known root words, prefixes and suffixes.

	Maths
	Revision of formal written and mental calculation methods for +, -, x & ÷. 

Shape and space - Perimeters and areas of 2D/3D shapes. 

Data handling - extracting information from tables, pie charts, bar charts and line graphs 
Money and real life problems – estimating and checking using the inverse or equivalent calculations.  Fractions, decimals and percentages. Ratio and proportion.   Algebra. Probability. 

Revision of all areas and recapping of all oral and mental strategies.

	Science
	General consolidation and revision of all key areas of study in KS2 in preparation for assessment
Continuation of work on electricity:

We will construct circuits in parallel and series and test the brightness of bulbs and make buzzers and switches operate. We will use correct scientific symbols to record circuits. The children will carry out practical investigations in addition to developing their understanding of electrical safety and sustainable energy sources.

	ICT
	Searching the internet for information to support other curriculum areas.

Control and monitoring using ICT
Using the Ipads and apps to generate sentence types with Alan Peat for revision 

	Geography
	We will begin our work in Geography based on North America and the USA.
We will be mapping the states and countries and learning about the geographical significance of this part of the world. We will study climate regions, tourist attractions, agriculture and industry patterns and the landscapes. 

	DT/Art
	This half term, the children will continue to develop their use of science and electrical circuits and  design and make an electrical item such as a burglar alarm.
We will also create art work based on the theme on North America, using printing techniques for city landscapes. 

	P.E.
	Athletics- we will cover a range of outdoor athletic lessons to develop our skills and techniques with long and high jumping, throwing and various distances of running.
The children will also develop their tennis skills using the new equipment in school to practise ball control, passing techniques and matches.

	Performance songs-singing in two parts and accompaniments
Beginning to learn songs for the performance and develop music to accompany.
