· Recognise numerals 1-9 then 0 and 10

· Sort sets of apparatus: people, compare bears, puppies…according to own criteria

· Observe and note age wall display which changes over the year ”I am 3, I am 4”

· Play in home corner with items involving numbers: microwave…

· Recognise when allowed maximum number of children are using an area, eg 3 in sand tray

· Talk about numbers on the toy phone, calculator, computer

· Set home corner table with correct number of utensils

· Make birthday cards with correct number on

· Complete number jigsaws, peg board patterns

· Look at books about number

· Play dice/matching games

· Create shapes using construction kits

· Numbers in sand and water


	· Model counting in a wide range of contexts and encourage children to join in-number of children present, milks/apples/bikes…

· Model touching/moving objects in order to count them-play people, dolls’ house dolls

· Go on a treasure hunt outside to find-foil wrapped shapes, sorting toys of different colours, shells…

· Make birthday cards with numbers on, use cards to make a birthday number line

· Build up the children’s repertoire of number/counting rhymes, provide props so children can sing and act out the rhymes, eg 5 in the bed-use 5 cuddly toys under a sheet

· Play ‘scoring’ games-skittles, large chalk snakes/ladders, footballs into a basket

· Assist the pupils to collect information regarding children’s likes and dislikes

· Count things the children can do: jumps/hops/steps against the sand timer

· Sort a collection of socks and mittens into pairs

· Count items of clothing with a puppet

· Use a large number mine and dice so children can jump/hop forwards and back

· Compare shoes-look at sizes; make sole prints

· Look at patterns on clothes

· Print a collage using hands-compare whose hands are big/small and whose they are next to/above/below etc
