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This half term (Autumn 2), Reception will be learning about the following topics:

	Communication, Language and Literacy 
	We will read a variety of nursery rhymes, poetry, stories with repeated patterns in and simple non-fiction texts. There will be discussions, role play and extending vocabulary relating to the topic “How are special days celebrated?” we will be retelling familiar stories in our own words. We are continuing to focus on Phase 2 Letters and Sounds where we will learn new sounds. We will recognise these sounds and learn an action to accompany it to help us remember it. We will blend to read words with these new sounds in and segment to spell words with these sounds in. We will begin to blend to read simple captions and sentences.   

	
	This half term, our literacy targets :

· I will blend to read and segment to spell 3 letter words containing known sounds  
· I can recognise all letter sounds 

	Mathematical Development 
	In Maths, we are learning to count amounts up to 10 in a verity of contexts. We will find 1 more or less than a given amount up to 10, using objects. We will begin to find 1 more or less than a given amount to 5, knowing these facts mentally.  We will use the language involved in addition and subtraction when working practically. We will name different solid shapes and build models using these shapes. 

	
	This half term, our mathematics targets are :

· I will use the words plus, add, minus and subtract when working practically 

· I will order, read and write all numbers to 12

	Personal, Social and Emotional Development
	We will dress and undress with increasing independence, taking our jumpers and socks on and off. We will develop our confidence trying new activities. We will find out how different people celebrate their special days and find out how Christians celebrate Christmas and how families celebrate this in similar and different ways. We will talk about our own feelings and learn to wait for our turn and share toys. 
This half term, our personal, social and emotional  target is :

· I will learn to work as part of a group, taking turns and sharing fairly.

	Physical Developmentj
	We will Show a preference for a dominant hand when using a pencil and other mark making equipment. We will begin to use anticlockwise movement and retrace vertical lines when using a pencil and using our arms on a large scale. We will continue  to form recognisable letters, forming them in the correct way. When using a pencil we will learn to hold it effectively to form recognisable letters.
This half term, our physical development target is :
· I can write my first name correctly, using recognisable letters which are the same size and have the correct orientation. I will use a capital letter and hold my pencil correctly.


	Expressive Arts and Design  Development
	We will be learning new songs and poems related to Christmas and following the children’s interests. We will explore using a variety of different musical instruments as part of our weekly music sessions.  We will be painting different pictures related to our interests and making models using different tools and techniques.  

	Understanding the World
	We will be researching and discussing how Christians celebrate Christmas and similarities and differences between families. we will find out Christmas traditions a long time ago. We will learn about the Christmas story. We will design and make Christmas cards. We will use the ipads to take photographs and video clips to share with others.  


Homework will be given out on a Friday to be handed in by the following Wednesday. Please read with your child regularly and record this in their reading record, it is part of their weekly homework. 
PE sessions will be on Friday mornings and your child needs to have a named PE kit for these lessons. In school we are encouraging your child to get changed independently and would appreciate your support in helping your child to do this at home. It is an important skill which increases your child’s independence and confidence. 
Please can you also ensure your child brings their book bag to school every day. We encourage your child to change their reading books regularly they need their schoolbooks to do this.  Children will visit the Infant Library each Monday. Please ensure your child has their library book in school on this day so they can change it. 
Your child is also encouraged to bring a bottle of water each day. In school we will encourage the children to drink their water.  Fruit juice or cordial are not allowed. We also encourage your child to bring a healthy snack however fresh fruit is available every day for your child to choose a piece of.
