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This half term (Summer 1), Reception will be learning about the following topics:

	Communication, Language and Literacy 
	We will answer how and why questions about their experiences and in response to stories and events. We will read a variety of rhymes, poems, stories and non-fiction texts. Writing simple sentences, spelling some keywords correctly. We will have discussions and role play relating to the topic “What is our local area like?”. We are continuing to focus on phase 4 Letters and Sounds where we will use our sound knowledge to read and spell longer CCVC words (trip, train, flood etc) , We will blend to read words with these new sounds in and segment to spell words with these sounds in. We will read a variety of sentences in books and talk about what we have just read.

	
	This half term, our literacy targets are :
· I will blend to read and segment to spell CCVC words ( trip, crab, flat etc)   
· I will talk  about a sentence I have just read
· I will write a sentence independently using finger spaces, full stops  and spell some keywords correctly ( I, went, to, with, my and we) 

	Mathematical Development 
	In Maths, we are learning to add, subtract and double single digit numbers by counting on and back and by using number lines. We will solve problems using addition and subtraction, halving and doubling. We will use mental recall of number bonds to 5. We will count, order and recognise numerals to 20 and find 1 more or less than a given number to 20. We will continue to practise counting forwards and backwards in 2s and 5s.  We will estimate how many we have of an amount and check by counting. We will use ordinal numbers in a range of different contexts.

	
	This half term, our mathematics targets are :
· I will count back to find the answer to subtraction questions 
· I will count forwards in 5s up to 50
· I will know what I add to make 5 (4+1=5, 3+2=5 etc) 

	Personal, Social and Emotional Development
	When working in our class areas we will learn to have our own ideas, select and use resources independently. We will resolve conflicts through listening to others and coming up with a fair solution. We will make up our own rules for playing games and follow these rules when playing with our friends.  We will treat our friend’s needs and values with respect. We will work as part of a group, taking turns and waiting for others. We will talk to others about what they are good at and enjoy.

	Physical Development
	We will recognise the importance of having a healthy lifestyle. We will find out how our bodies change when they are active. We will find ways to move with increasing control, coordination and imagination. We will use small and large equipment in both the hall, indoor and outdoor areas. We will continue to develop our control to write on the lines using pencils and control the size of our letters. We will find ways to roll, jump and take weight on their hands using equipment in the hall and our outdoor area.

	Expressive Arts and Design  Development
	We will be learning to use their senses and responding in a range of ways. We will draw, paint and make a range of different models by selecting and use materials which interest them.  We will express our own ideas and thoughts in a variety of ways with a range of media, art and stories both indoors and outdoors. We will continue to use simple tools independently safely and correctly. We will plan activities linked to the children’s current interests. 

	Understanding the World
	We will be researching and finding out about features of the place they live. On a trip around the local area we will observe features and buildings in the local area. We will use the Ipads to take photographs and make films to share with our friends. We will find out about technology used at school and home and find out how the technology is used. We will plan activities linked to the children’s current interests. 


As the weather gets warmer, please ensure that your child has a bottle of water in school every day, with their name clearly marked on it. Please also provide them with a hat for when they are working outdoors.

P.E. is on Friday. Please make sure your child has their full P.E. kit in school. Please also ensure that long hair is tied back and no jewellery is worn on that day.
Your child is encouraged to choose a reading book from the appropriate coloured basket each day.

Homework activities will be marked each Wednesday and given out each Friday. When your child has completed some work in their Busy Bee Book they can bring this into school to share with their friends.
Your child is also encouraged to bring a bottle of water each day. In school we will encourage the children to drink their water.  Fruit juice or cordial are not allowed. We also encourage your child to bring a healthy snack however fresh fruit is available every day for your child to choose a piece of.
