
This half term ( Summer 1 ), Year One will be learning about the following topics:

	English
	English will be focused on traditional stories. We will be reading and spelling polysyllabic words such as shampoo, desktop, floating etc; words using 3 or more sounds such as trench, drench etc; alternative pronunciations for different letters; adjectives; speech; common uses of capitalisation eg. names, headings, emphasis etc.

	Maths
	Number and place value in terms of 10’s and units, read numbers to 100, write numbers to 20 in words, addition and subtraction, solve 1 step problems involving addition and subtraction capacity and volume – reading simple scales, fractions as part of a whole, the language of position and direction linked to the movement of hands on a clock, 2D and 3D shape – describing their their properties, investigations into number and shape; using mental strategies to solve problems.

	Science
	Plants and Growth – what plants need to grow well, the different parts of a plant,  we will be planting and growing seeds.

	ICT
	Understanding instructions and making things happen: battery controlled toys: instructing Roamer and turtle; sequencing instructions and predicting outcomes

	Geography/ History
	Significant people and we will be covering some map work for Geography


	DT/Art
	Topic related art; Making sculptures out of recyclable materials


	P.E.
	Gymnastics



	Music
	Feel the pulse; exploring pulse and rhythm.


	R.E.
	 The Bible; the Old and New Testament stories such as Adam and Eve and Noah and the Ark. What we learn about Jesus from these stories.

	P.S.H.E. & Citizenship
	Health: know what keeps us healthy and clean.
