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This half term (Summer 2), in Year 1 the curriculum coverage and targets are:
	English
	In English we will be reading a non-fiction text about the development of transport and we will be reading our class text The Enormous Crocodile and some poetry. We will continue to work on punctuating sentences with capital letters, full stops, question marks and exclamation marks. We will be learning about adding suffixes such as ed, ful and est to words and about prefixes.

	
	This half term, our targets will be:
· To use the suffix ed for the past tense
· To use exclamation and question marks in independent writing.

· To use different styles of sentence openers.
· To spell most of the high frequency words correctly..

	Maths
	In Maths we will be covering bridging 20 for addition, handling data (block graphs and pictograms ) time problems, using vocabulary related to dates, days of the week and months of the year, comparing lengths and number patterns and sequences, counting in steps of 3 from zero and from different numbers and ‘real life’ money problems.

	
	Our Maths targets will be:

· To use quick methods for adding and taking away.

· To be able to find the next number in a sequence.

· To be able to bridge 20 when adding.

	Science
	 Our topic for this half term is sound. We will be identifying different sounds and we will use a variety of instruments to make different pitches. We will also investigate the effect of distance on sound and we will learn about how we hear.

	Computing
	The children use ipads in groups to take photographs and to film each other and make a short film. 

	History
	For History we will be learning about the development of transport. We will learn about early flight and about the development of trains and we will be visiting the Museum of Science and Industry.

	Art/Design & Technology
	We will be preparing and making a fruit salad.
Art will be painting and drawing topic related.



	P.E.
	Outdoor games; explore basic skills of travelling, sending and receiving a medium ball.

Games: developing basic game playing skills.

	Music
	Exploring making loud and quiet sounds and slow and fast sounds.

	R.E.
	The Bible – we will be learning about Bible stories.

	P.S.H.E. /SRE
	Linked to Green Day – we will be learning about how to take care of the planet.

	French
	Simple French songs and revision of aspects taught over the year.
