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This half term (Spring 2), in Year 1 the curriculum coverage and targets are:
	English
	In English our focus will be through the Book Week text – a non-fiction text called Bugs. Sentence work is ongoing in Year 1, but we will also be trying to use exclamation and question marks. We will also be trying to write longer sentences using conjunctions. For handwriting we will be starting the first simple joins.

	
	This half term, our targets will be:

· To begin to use exclamation and question marks in punctuation.
· To use simple connectives to write more interesting sentences.
· To join some letters in handwriting.

· To answer questions on a range of texts.

	Maths
	In Maths we will be working with numbers to 40. We will be learning to read and write numbers and compare numbers to 40. We will be using bar models and developing strategies for addition and subtraction of numbers to 40. This will include number patterns and word problems. 

	
	Our Maths targets will be:

· To recognise properties of numbers to 40

· To decide which Maths operation to use in word problems

· To identify the pattern in a set of numbers to 40

· To know number bonds up to 10

	Science
	The seasons: the children will be looking for signs of the arrival of spring. They will be learning about how the weather changes and the days begin to lengthen.

Forces: finding out about, and describing the movement of, familiar things (e.g. cars going faster, slowing down, changing direction)  pushes and pulls as examples of forces and recognising that when things speed up, slow down or change direction, there is a cause (e.g. a push or a pull). 

	Computing
	Pictograms; creating pictograms and using graphing packages

	History
	People who are significant from history – Emmeline Pankhurst, Tim Berners-Lee and William Caxton

	Art/Design & Technology
	Textiles: exploring materials and sorting them according to colours/textures. The children will learn about wool- from sheep to jumper and they will be collecting different woven fabric and learning about the differences between hand-made and machine-made fabrics.. They will then use this to weave.

	P.E.
	Games: developing basic game playing skills.

Gymnastics: exploring ways of moving to music and other stimuli.

Dance; creating and performing sequence of movements.

	Music
	The long and short of it; exploring the duration of vocal and instrumental sounds.  

	R.E.
	The Church; knowing the basic beliefs and practices of a religion and about what it means to belong to a particular religion. Later in the half term we will be learning about the festival of Easter.

	P.S.H.E. and Citizenship
	Going for goals; setting realistic goals, planning to reach a goal. 

Choices and feelings; jealously and sharing.

	French
	Animal names; family names and responses to simple, short questions.
