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Curriculum coverage and targets for Year Two Summer term 1:

	English
	We will be reading a book called ‘Leather Shoe Charlie’ linked to our History work and be creating some writing based on this. We will be reading ‘Cool Food’ an information book linked to our Science work and writing our own booklets about food based on this. We will also be reading some poetry and writing our own poetry using the poems read as a stimulus for our own ideas. 

	
	This half term our targets will be: 

· Use apostrophes correctly for contractions and to show possession. 
· Spell the Year 1 and 2 common exception words 
· Use capital letters, full stops, exclamation marks, question marks, commas and apostrophes to punctuate my writing. 
· Use different types of sentences within my writing including: statements, commands, exclamations and questions. 
· Extend sentences using a variety of co-ordinating and subordinating conjunctions.
· Pick out key facts from reading to support my work in other curriculum areas  

	Maths
	We will be exploring numbers and the number system further. We will be revisiting calculation strategies and applying these to solve problems in real life contexts. We will also be developing our understanding of fractions and exploring shape and space further. 

	
	This half term our targets will be:
· Use the symbols < > and = to compare numbers in a range of contexts. 
· Be able to add and subtract 2-digit numbers. 
· Be able to multiply and divide, including finding remainders. 

· Develop my reasoning skills by solving problems in a variety of contexts. 
· Recognise fractions of shapes and numbers and solve problems involving fractions.

· Describe the properties of 2D and 3D shape using appropriate vocabulary, including symmetry.

	Science
	Our topic this half term is Health & Growth. The children will be learning about the different food groups and the importance of healthy eating & exercise. We will be planning healthy balanced meals and thinking about the foods we eat. We will also be thinking about changes from baby to adult.

	History
	The children will be finding out what life was like in Manchester about 100 years ago. We will find out about the life of LS Lowry and use his artwork to help us explore what Manchester used to look like. We will using different sources of evidence to research answers to questions to help understand how life was different then to our lives today.

	Computing 
	E-Safety and Data retrieval - the children will be learning how to use the internet safely. They will be using websites to research information to help with their learning in other curriculum areas. 

	Art
	The children will be studying the work of the artist LS Lowry. As part of this work we will be visiting the Lowry art gallery to take part in an art workshop. The children will then be creating their own drawings and paintings in the style of Lowry.

	DT
	As part of our Science work about healthy eating the children will be designing and making a healthy sandwich.

	French 
	We will be revising numbers to 30 and the days of the week. We will be learning the months of the year and how to say/write the date in French. 

	P.E.
	We will be developing our throwing and catching skills then moving on to play short tennis. We will also be practising athletic skills including running, jumping and throwing. 

	Music
	The children will be using instruments and voices to represent different moods and feelings. 

	R.E.
	We will be exploring stories from different religions that teach us how we can care for each other and our world. 

	P.S.H.E. & Citizenship
	The children will be exploring relationships and understanding the feelings of being loved and cared for. They will be thinking about people, places and objects that are special to them and why. 


Homework and spellings will continue as before.
PE will continue to be on Tuesdays and Thursdays.
PE will take place outdoors this half term so the children will need trainers/pumps for these sessions.
As you are aware this is an extremely busy and important half term for the children as they will be completing their end of Key Stage tests the week beginning the 14th May.
