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Curriculum coverage and targets for Year Two Spring term 1:
	English 
	We will be reading the story ‘A Dairy of a Killer Cat’ by Ann Fine and writing descriptions and our own diary entries linked to this. We will also read some non-fiction texts linked to our topic work and write a recount of our trip to Staircase House. We will be checking our work carefully for sense and accuracy. 

	
	This half term our targets will be:
· Use subordinating conjunctions within my sentences (when, if, that, because)  
· Check my writing for sense and accuracy 
· Join my writing ensuring consistency in the size and shape of letters          

· Use a variety of punctuation confidently in my writing

· Spell past and present verbs correctly      

· Answer questions about texts read 

	Maths 
	We will complete our work on comparing lengths and solving word problems involving length. We will explore how to measure and compare mass in grams and kilograms. We will learn to solve word problems using bar modelling diagrams, to read temperature and interpret picture graphs.

	
	This half term our targets will be:
· Compare lengths in cm and m
· Measure and compare mass in g and kg

· Solve word problems involving measures and different operations

· Read and estimate temperature

· Read and interpret picture graphs

· Write amounts of money and count money

· Recall the multiplication facts for the 2, 5 and 10 times tables and use these to recall related division facts 

	Science
	Uses of everyday materials: we will be identifying and describing the properties of materials and their uses. We will learn about natural and man-made materials and investigate why different objects are made out of certain materials.

	History 
	The Fire of London: the children will be finding out about The Great Fire of London. We will learn about how it started and why it spread easily. We will be finding out how London changed after the fire and looking at different sources of evidence. We will be going on a trip linked to this to Staircase House.

	Computing
	During our Computing lessons, we will be learning how to make and use a spreadsheets. Children will learn how to navigate around a spreadsheet and enter data into cells. They will learn how to use a spreadsheet to solve a mathematical puzzle and calculate currency amounts.



	P.E.
	In Invasion Games the children will be developing throwing & catching skills e.g. one handed throwing & catching and passing with control and accuracy.

In Gymnastics the children will be learning about curled positions, stretches & balances, bridging and creating sequences with a clear starting & finishing position. 


	Music
	This term we will be exploring pitch, recognising high and low notes in music, singing songs at different pitches as well as playing different notes on instruments.  

	R.E.
	This half term we will be finding out ‘Who is a Muslim and what do they believe?’ We will be listening to some stories about the Prophet Muhammad and exploring what a mosque is like. 

	DT
	In our Design & Technology lessons we will be creating a mechanism with wheels and axles to make a moving vehicle. 



	P.S.H.E. & Citizenship
	This half term we will be learning about how to achieve goals and dealing with frustration. The children will be setting themselves goals and working towards them. We will think about how a Growth Mindset can help us to achieve our goals.

	French 
	We will be learning the parts of the body and items of clothing and using this vocabulary to describe each other.
