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Curriculum coverage and targets for Year Two Spring term 2:

	English
	We will be reading ‘Flat Stanley’ over a number of weeks and writing newspaper reports and character descriptions based on this. We will also read ‘The Ugly Five’ and write information texts about African animals linked to our topic on ‘Africa’. We will read ‘Lila and the Secret of Rain’ which also links to our Africa topic and use this as a stimulus for writing a diary from a characters point of view.

	
	This half term our targets will be: 

· Spell singular and plural nouns. 
· Spell words with different suffixes added.
· Use capital letters, full stops, exclamation marks and question marks to punctuate my writing. 
· Check my work carefully for grammatical accuracy. 
· Extend sentences using a variety of conjunctions and use powerful vocabulary to make my writing more interesting. 
· Develop my inference skills by using clues in the text to deduce meaning 

	Maths
	We will finish off our topic on Pictograms before moving on to Solving Maths Problems using addition and subtraction, decision making and the bar model method. We will then be learning about Money. The children will be reviewing concepts on writing and counting money. 
They will learn to show equal amounts of money and how to exchange money. They will be using bar modelling to calculate the totals and change.
Then we will move on to 2D shapes. The children will learn about their different properties, how to draw shapes and make patterns with shapes.They will learn to turn shapes using familiar language and how to discover lines of symmetry.



	
	This half term our targets will be:
· Solve problems using addition and subtraction
· Identify and describe the properties of 2-D shapes, including the number of sides and line symmetry in a vertical line
· Recognise and use symbols for pounds (£) and pence (p)
· Combine amounts to make a particular value 
· Find different combinations of coins that equal the same amounts of money 
· Solve simple problems in a practical context involving addition and subtraction of money of the same unit, including giving change

	Science
	Plants: we will be investigating what plants need to grow and be healthy. We will be naming the parts of a plant. We will be growing our own seeds and observing how they change over time. We will also be finding out about the different flowers and trees that are growing in our local environment. 

	Geography
	A non-European contrasting locality: this half term we will be finding out what life is like in Africa and how this compares to our lives in the UK. We will be exploring maps to find out what countries make up the continent of Africa as well as finding out about the weather and landscape of African countries. 

	Computing 
	This half term we will be using a program called 2 Question to learn about the importance of phrasing questions and that certain data-handling resources are limited in the answers they can provide.

	Art
	Printing: we will explore and draw different African patterns and create our own African style patterns using printing techniques. 

	French 
	This half term we will be learning the vocabulary for fruits and vegetables then using this vocabulary in sentences to say which we like and don’t like. We will also be revising the days of the week and body parts. 

	P.E.
	Dance – developing creativity and control over movements, linked to our topic on Africa.
Games – developing throwing and catching skills. 

	Music
	Composing pieces of music and learning the songs for our Spring performance.

	R.E.
	We will be continuing to find out about Muslims and what they believe, including Eid celebrations and what happens at the mosque. Nearer the end of the half term we will also be exploring the Easter story and finding out how Easter is celebrated.

	P.S.H.E. & Citizenship
	Good to be me: the children will be discussing what they are good at and what they need to work harder on. We will be thinking about ways to be assertive and continuing to work on friendships. 


Homework and spellings will continue as before.
The amount of homework does increase at this time of year in order to help the children best prepare for their end of year assessments. 

PE will continue to be on Tuesdays and Thursdays. 
Games will take place outdoors whenever possible so the children might want to wear a tracksuit, and will need trainers/pumps for these sessions.
