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In Autumn 2, the curriculum coverage and targets for Year 2 will be:
	English
	In English, we will look at Funny Bones and Florence Nightingale. We will use the story of Funny Bones to write our own version. We will link the Florence Nightingale book to our History and use it to write a report on her life and the difference she made to modern medicine. 

	
	Our English targets will be:

· to say, write and punctuate simple and compound sentences using the joining words and, but, so and or (co-ordination). 
· to secure the use of full stops, capital letters, exclamation marks and question marks.

· Some children will start using the diagonal and horizontal strokes needed to join letters 

· Everyone else is to form lower-case letters of the correct size relative to one another. 

· Plan and discuss what to write about

· Orally rehearse each sentence prior to writing.

· Write about fictional and non-fictional events. 

	Maths
	In Maths, we will explore multiplication and division. We will multiply and divide by 2, 5 and 10. We will learn what it means to multiply by using the language ‘groups of’ and in division ‘sharing’ and ‘put into groups of’. We will look at the link between multiplication and division and how we can use our knowledge of the times tables to divide. We will also solve multiplication and division word problems. 

	
	Our Maths targets will be:

· Know the multiplication facts for the 2, 5 and 10 times tables.
· Know the corresponding division facts for the 2, 5 and 10 times tables.

· Solve multiplication and division word problems. 

· Odd and even numbers

	Science
	This half term, we will be learning about electricity. We will learn what objects are powered by electricity and how we can stay safe around electricity. We will learn how to make a circuit and discover how to turn a bulb on and off.

	Computing
	In our computer lessons, we are going to learn about online safety. The children will learn how to search and share work safely. We will develop our ability to send and receive emails using a program called 2Respond. The children will also learn about their digital footprint

	History
	Our History topic this half term is Florence Nightingale. We will find out was and learn about her early life. We will find out how she improved the conditions for soldiers and compare the conditions in medical care then and now. We will sequence the main events of Florence’s life and think about the sources of evidence that we have used to find out about Florence Nightingale.

	Art
	In Art we will be learning about the primary colours through Mondrian’s paintings. We will find out what happens when we mix the primary colours together and how we can create different shades of the same colour. We will learn how Kadinsky used colour to create his painting ‘Circles’ and then create our own.

	P.E.
	In P.E. we will doing gymnastics and yoga.

	Music
	The children will be learning songs with Mrs Cooper in preparation for an online Trafford Music Service concert as well as learning songs for a Christmas performance. 

	R.E.
	We will continue to explore the topic of Sacred Texts. We will learn more about the Torah and how it was revealed to Moses. We will also learn more about the Qu’ran and why the Prophet Muhammed is important to Muslims. We will end by thinking about what we have learnt from sacred books.

	P.S.H.E. & Citizenship
	Our theme for this half term is ‘Getting on and Falling out’. We will explore how we can be a good friend, what our triggers are for anger and how we can deal with anger. We will taking part in activities during anti-bullying week and exploring ways to maintain our personal wellbeing. 


Homework will continue as before; English and Maths each week as well as spellings and times table practise. This will be given out on a Friday to be handed in by the following Wednesday. Please read with your child regularly and record this in their reading record as it is part of their weekly homework. (Times Tables/spelling test every Friday). Occasionally topic based homework may be given out instead of English. 
P.E. will be on Tuesday and Thursday afternoons. Please make sure that your child brings their indoor P.E. kit.
