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In Spring 2, the curriculum coverage and targets for Year Three will be:
	English
	In English, we will be reading ‘The Lost Happy Endings’ and complete a range of writing tasks based on the book throughout the half term. We will write descriptions of characters and settings and write our own traditional stories.

	
	This half term, our targets will be:

· To use colons before a list.

· To spell common homophones and near homophones

· To start sentences in a variety of ways, including with verbs, adverbs and conjunctions.

· To develop my use of adjectives and descriptive language.

· To organise my writing in paragraphs.
· To identify the language the writer has used to create different moods and build up tension from my reading.

	Maths
	In Maths, we will interpret and represent data in different ways and learn to measure and compare length. We will continue to revise multiplication and division facts and investigate number sequences.

	
	Our Maths targets will be:

· To represent and interpret data in tally charts, pictograms and bar charts.

· To measure and compare lengths in m and cm.

· To multiply and divide numbers by 10 and 100 by shifting the digits up or down.

· To find remainders after division.

· To create and describe simple number sequences.

· To tell the time on both analogue and digital clocks.

· To choose appropriate number operations and calculation methods to solve word problems.

	Science
	In Science, we will be learning about magnets and forces. We will investigate which materials are magnetic and what happens when you place two magnets together. We will also explore how far an object moves on different surfaces.

	Computing
	In our computing lessons, we are going to learn how to create our own opinion polls, seek responses and then analyse the results. We will develop our understanding of using the internet safely.

	Geography
	This half term, we will be looking at our local area and finding out about changes in land use. We will think about the impacts of the changes in Hale Barns and draw our own maps of the area after carrying out our own field work.

	Design & Technology
	In DT, we will be designing and making packaging for Easter eggs or chocolates, creating the packaging from a net and thinking about how to improve and strengthen our designs.

	P.E.
	On Tuesday’s we will be doing netball with Miss George outside and on Wednesday’s we will have gymnastics in the hall.

	Music
	Exploring repeated rhythms and learning songs for Easter with Mrs Cooper.

	R.E.
	We will continue to learn about why the bible is important to Christians today. We will explore how the Bible can help people if they are tempted to do the wrong things. In the last few weeks, we will learn about the Easter story and why Easter is an important time for Christians.

	P.S.H.E. & Citizenship
	Our theme for this half term is ‘Going for Goals’. We will think about what sort of learners we are, set success criteria for reaching our goals and take responsibility for my own learning and behaviour.

	French
	We will learn to talk about activities that we are good and bad at. We will revise months of the year and create a party invitation.


Homework, usually English, Maths and any spelling/multiplication tables will be given out on a Friday to be handed in by the following Wednesday. Please read with your child regularly and record this in their reading record, it is part of their weekly homework. (Times tables/spelling test every Friday).
