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In Summer 2, the curriculum coverage and targets for Year Three will be:
	English
	We will be reading ‘The Wind in the Willows’ as our class book and write descriptions, play scripts and letters based on this.

	
	This half term, our targets will be:

· To improve sentences in a variety of ways, including using better adjectives and adverbs.

· To write a play script using all of the appropriate features, such as direct speech and stage directions.
· To check my work carefully for spelling errors and use a dictionary to check words I am unsure of.
· To spell the Year 3 common exception words. 
· To use evidence from the text to support my answers.

	Maths
	In Maths, we will revise many of the concepts covered this year and apply these to solving problems. We will revise formal written methods for multiplication and division. 

	
	Our Maths targets will be:

· To use known number facts and place value to add, subtract, multiply and divide mentally.
· To use written methods to multiply and divide 2-digit numbers. 
· To choose appropriate number operations and calculation methods to solve problems.

· To interpret and represent data in tables, bar charts and pictograms.

· To tell the time on analogue and digital clocks.

	Science
	We will be learning about light and shadows. We will find out about light sources, look at how shadows are created and how the shape and size of shadows change. We will also learn about the range of colours that can be seen.

	Computing
	Our computing unit this half term is ‘We are presenters’. We will make short narrated videos about what it is like being in Year 3.

	History
	In our History topic, we will build on what we have learnt about the Stone Age and find out about life in the Bronze Age and Iron Age. We will think about how life changed when they began using metals.

	DT
	We will be doing food technology, designing and making savoury scones. We will explore different savoury ingredients which can be added and evaluate our finished products.

	P.E.
	This half term we will be developing our tennis skills and taking part in a variety of outdoor adventure activities. We will also have the opportunity to participate in a range of different sporting activities in Sports Week (week beginning 24th June). Sports day for KS2 is in the afternoon on Friday 28th June.

	Music
	We will be learning the songs for the Year 6 performance. 

	R.E.
	The children will learn about: ‘What does it mean to be a Hindu in Britain today?’ We will learn about how Hindus show their faith in the home, what a shrine consists of and the different gods and goddesses that they worship. We will also find out about why Mahatma Gandhi is a Hindu hero and how Hindus in Britain live their lives. As part of this topic we will be visiting a Hindu temple to find out how they worship. 

	P.S.H.E. & Citizenship
	In SRE week we will think about how we change from being a baby to being an adult and also understand what stereotypes are. We will be exploring changes and thinking of ways to help manage difficult changes in our lives. 

	French
	We will revise the vocabulary for different body parts and colours from our work last half term. We will also be revising other vocabulary from throughout the year. 


Homework will continue as previously; usually English, Maths and any spelling/multiplication tables will be given out on a Friday to be handed in by the following Wednesday. Please read with your child regularly and record this in their reading record, it is part of their weekly homework. (Mental arithmetic/spelling test every Friday).
Outdoor PE sessions will be on Tuesday and Wednesday afternoons; a suitable kit is needed for these lessons. 
Please can you also ensure your child has the correct equipment required for school: a blue fibre-tipped pen (not biro), a pencil, ruler and rubber. As the weather gets warmer please also ensure that your child has a water bottle in school every day.
