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In Summer 2, the curriculum coverage and targets for Year Three will be:
	English
	We will be reading ‘The Wind in the Willows’ as our class book and write descriptions, play scripts and letters based on this.

	
	This half term, our targets will be:

· To improve sentences in a variety of ways, including using better adjectives and adverbs.

· To write a play script using all of the appropriate features, such as direct speech and stage directions.
· To check my work carefully for spelling errors and use a dictionary to check words I am unsure of.
· To spell words with the ‘s’ sound spelt ‘sc’

· To discuss messages, moods, feelings and attitudes by reading between the lines and using deduction.

	Maths
	In Maths, we will revise many of the concepts covered this year and apply these to solving problems. We will work on symmetry in shapes and how to sketch reflections using a mirror.

	
	Our Maths targets will be:

· To use known number facts and place value to add/subtract mentally.

· To choose appropriate number operations and calculation methods to solve money or ‘real life’ word problems.

· To identify and sketch lines of symmetry and sketch reflections of simple shapes in a mirror.

· To solve one step and two step questions using information presented in bar charts.

· To use and compare mixed units of length, weight and capacity.

	Science
	We will be learning about plants this half term. We will conduct experiments to identify the conditions that are best for growing plants. Finally, we will learn about the stages in the life cycle of a flowering plant, including pollination and seed dispersal.

	Computing
	Our computing unit this half term is ‘We are presenters’. They will make short narrated videos about being in Year 3.

	History
	In our History topic, we will build on what we have learnt about the Stone Age and find out about life in the Bronze Age and Iron Age. We will think about reasons why Stonehenge might have been built and try to solve the mystery of the 52 skeletons found at Maiden Castle.

	DT
	We will be doing food technology, designing and making bread rolls.

	P.E.
	On Tuesday’s we will be developing our throwing and jumping skills in athletics and on Wednesday’s we will be learning how to play rounders.

	Music
	Trafford Music Service will be teaching us how to play the violin in our music lessons. (Please remember your instrument every Friday.)

	R.E.
	The children will continue to learn about Hinduism. We will listen to stories about the gods and goddesses and some of the main Hindu festivals.

	P.S.H.E. & Citizenship
	We will be discussing why it is ‘Good to be me’. We will think about the feeling of ‘surprise’ and whether it is a good feeling or not. We will also discuss how to act assertively without hurting somebody’s feelings.

	French
	We will learn the vocabulary for different body parts and colours and write descriptions of our own monster.


Homework, usually English, Maths and any spelling/multiplication tables will be given out on a Friday to be handed in by the following Wednesday. Please read with your child regularly and record this in their reading record, it is part of their weekly homework. (Times tables/spelling test every Friday). 

Outdoor PE sessions will be on Tuesday afternoons and Wednesday afternoons; a suitable kit is needed for these lessons.
Please can you also ensure your child has the correct equipment required for school: a pencil, ruler, rubber and a blue fibre-tipped pen (not biro). They also require a named water bottle.
