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In Summer 1, the curriculum coverage and targets for Year Three will be:
	English
	In English, we will be reading ‘Stone Age Boy’ and will be writing our own historical narratives set in the Stone Age. We will also look at features of non-fiction texts and write our own non-chronological reports linked to our topic work on the Stone Age.

	
	This half term, our targets will be:

· To use fronted adverbials.
· To use subordinate clauses and punctuate them with a comma.

· To use a wider range of conjunctions.
· To spell words with further suffixes, such as –tion and –sion.
· To use features of a non-fiction text.
· To refer to the text to support my opinions.

	Maths
	In Maths, we will explore fractions by finding equivalent fractions, adding and subtracting fractions, finding the simplest fraction and comparing fractions. We will also be finding fractions of amounts and solving word problems involving fractions. 

	
	Our Maths targets will be:

· To add and subtract fractions with the same denominator
· To recognise equivalent fractions 
· To find fractions of amounts 

· To find the simplest fraction 

· To compare and order fractions 

· To solve fraction problems 

	Science
	We will be learning about plants this half term. We will conduct experiments to identify the conditions that are best for growing plants. Finally, we will learn about the stages in the life cycle of a flowering plant, including pollination and seed dispersal.

	Computing
	This half term we will be exploring spreadsheets and using features within them. We will also explore different simulations and evaluate them. 

	History
	In our History topic, we are going to learn about life in the Stone Age. We will discover what the hunter and gatherer lifestyle was like and how this changed when man started to farm. We will learn more about life in the Stone Age from the study of Skara Brae and Stonehenge. 

	Art
	In Art, we will be using collage techniques to create our own flower collages based on Van Gogh’s ‘Sunflowers’. 

	P.E.
	On Mondays we will be continuing with our yoga sessions and on Thursdays the children will be going swimming. 

	Music
	Mrs Cooper will teach the children how to play the ukulele.

	R.E.
	Our key question this half term is ‘What does it mean to be a Christian in Britain today?’ We will learn about how Christians show their beliefs and faith both in the home and at Church. We will also find out about how Christians might help others in the local community.

	P.S.H.E. & Citizenship
	We will be learning to recognise and manage our own feelings as well as understanding the feelings of others. We will be developing our social and co-operation skills. We will be thinking about showing tolerance and respect towards others. We will be thinking about the question ‘Can men and women do the same jobs?’ and exploring gender equality. 

	French
	We will revise a range of colours in French and the different body parts. We will learn to sing the French version of ‘head, shoulders, knees and toes’. 


Homework, usually English, Maths and any spelling/multiplication tables will be given out on a Friday to be handed in by the following Wednesday. Please read with your child regularly and record this in their reading record, it is part of their weekly homework. (Mental arithmetic/spelling test every Friday).
Please ensure that your child has their full swimming kit with them each Thursday. It is the expectation that they will attend the lesson every week unless they are exceptionally unwell. If your child has their ears pierced, they must be able to remove their earrings themselves for PE lessons (or leave them at home on these days).  
This term we will be learning to play the ukulele, so the children will be bringing home an instrument this week. Please encourage them to practise at home so that they can remember what we have done during the lesson each week and develop their skills. The instruments have been provided by Trafford Music Services. Please ensure that your child takes good care of the instrument they bring home, as any loss or damages will need to be paid for as the separate letter explains. Please read the letter and return the form to say that you agree to these conditions. The children will need to bring their instrument back to school each Monday in readiness for the lesson on Tuesday. 

Please can you also ensure your child has the correct equipment required for school: a blue fibre-tipped pen (not biro), a pencil, ruler and rubber. Last half term a lot of the children didn’t have this equipment and school supplies were running very low. As the weather gets warmer please also ensure that your child has a water bottle in school each day.
Please endeavour to make sure that your child brings everything they need for the day with them in the morning, as it is rather disruptive for office staff if things are dropped off at different times throughout the day.
