	English

· To read 24hour bus time tables

· To multiply TU x TU using expanded method

	Computing
	Children will investigate coding including looking at semaphore, Morse-coding, Caesar cyphering and the need for encrypted passwords. They will also look at how to keep themselves safe online.

	P.E.
	For our outdoor sessions, we will be covering Tag Rugby skills with Miss George to be able to develop team tactics to score and pass the ball. Indoor will continue with our gymnastics unit from the autumn term.

	Music
	Singing and  rhythm Easter songs led by Mrs Cooper every Tuesday

	Art
	We will be revising our drawing skills developed earlier in the year by planning, designing and drawing a book cover based around their own fantasy story ( see English.)

	French
	French- Seasons- Asking questions related to the weather and how the seasons change. Months of the year.


	R.E.
	 Children will make connections between Muslim practise of the Five Pillars and their beliefs about God and the Prophet Muhammad. They will describe and reflect on the significance of the Holy Qur’an to Muslims. They will also make connections between the key functions of the mosque and the beliefs of Muslims. 


	P.S.H.E. & Citizenship
	Relationships: how can we get on better together and how we cope with uncomfortable feeling like embarrassment and awkwardness.

	Science
	We will be learning about microbes and their role in the food chain. Look at decomposing materials and finding out about scientific discoveries such as the development of antibiotics, vaccines and antiseptics.

	Geography
	We will look at where our fresh drinking water comes from and the problems of enabling all communities to have free access to clean water. We will also look at the water cycle and issues around conservation as well as the role of water aid agencies.
