	Music

	Art

	French
	French- On the beach- Asking questions about the summer and holidays focussing on the beach related activities. We will also recap some of the year’s vocabulary.

	After visiting the synagogue in Hale Barns last term, Mrs Oldham will focus on Judaism and some of its basic principles and customs.   


	P.S.H.E. & Citizenship
	This term we will focus on relationships in terms of friendships and how we manage our feelings. We will discuss strategies on how to help develop and preserve our friendships.

	Science
	Science centres on the lifecycles of plants and animals, including photosynthesis and respiration, and how these living organisms are adapted to their environment. We will look closely at plants and learn about sexual and asexual reproduction in plants
