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This half term (Autumn 2) Year 6 will be learning about the following topics:
	English
	We’ll look at journalistic writing and narrative linked with our science and history work. Grammar and punctuation: complex sentences, relative clauses, word classes, semi-colons and colons, parenthetic commas, active and passive verbs. Spelling: silent letters, roots and patterns. We will be writing newspaper articles about working conditions for children in the Victorian Era. Study of Street Child to create verb poems and write about Jim’s experience in the workhouse 

	English Targets
	· To be able to use brackets, dashes and commas for parenthesis

· To be able to identify and use different types of conjunctions for sentences structures and types

· To be able to spell homophones and near homophones

· To be able to spell key words from the Y5/6 list
· To be able to use inference when answering questions about themes and moods created in the text

· To develop reading comprehension skills to answer two and three mark questions by using quotations and specific details retrieved from a text

	Mathematics
	Looking at coordinates in four quadrants including translation, rotation and reflection.  Data handling, calculations using all four rules, problem solving, units of measure and converting units, perimeter and area of shapes, including irregular shapes. We will develop our work on fractions and percentages, to find conversions and to calculate fractions and percentages of amounts

	Maths Targets
	· To be able to plot coordinates in four quadrants and be able to reflect, rotate and translate points accurately 

· To be able to calculate with decimals and round numbers to required degrees of decimal points

· To be able to count and develop fluency in decimal and fractions equivalents 

· To be able to use Roman Numerals for numbers up to 1 million

· To be able to convert units of time, calculate time and speed and convert units to solve problems involving reasoning

· To be able to calculate fractions and percentages of amounts and solve problems involving reasoning with these 

	Science
	Wow Science Day- Barn owl pellets in food chains and Charles Darwin and the bird beak adaptations. We will be working on a topic about the human body, considering the circulation and respiration systems. We will link this with our work on fitness and exercise and how this can help the human body. We will be naming the organs and understanding their functions, especially parts of the heart and lungs. 

	Computing
	We will have a focus on E-Safety and anti-bullying in regards to staying safe. 
Children will be working with Mrs Heywood to begin to understand computer networks including the internet. They will research smartphone capabilities and current APPS and pitch a proposal for a smartphone or tablet app.

	P.E.
	 We will also continue to develop our gymnastic skills in indoor PE to develop sequences using bridges, balances, travel and jumps. We will work on floor gymnastics for core strength and rhythmic gymnastics in teams to incorporate equipment and props.
Outdoor games will be with Miss George, we will be developing our team skills in outdoor and adventurous type activities. Year 6 children will be learning about leadership of games and how to organise sessions for their peers and younger children, considering safety and rules and how to plan these objectives for enjoyment.  

	Music
	Singing for Christmas; ‘Songwriter’ – focus on lyrics of songs-mood and purpose.
We will also be working on our Christmas production songs and festive carols in December. 

	DT
	We will create and design our own stockings, using fabric for a Victorian Christmas tradition. The children will learn about blanket stitch, running stitch and how to join fabrics and attach decorations. They will develop applique skills using fabric for traditional adornments.  

	R.E.
	‘What do religions say to us when life gets hard?’
A study of different faiths and their messages and guidance for followers in times of trouble. What happens at the end of our lives? What do different religions believe about what happens after death?

	P.S.H.E. & Citizenship
	‘Getting on and Falling Out- how to resolve and avoid conflicts’, ‘Say no to Bullying’ link to E-Safety and anti-bullying week. Keeping the body healthy and fit- lifestyle choices. We will learn about the role of magistrates in the community with a workshop from Magistrates visiting the school to talk about their work in the court system. 

	French
	Items around the classroom including the vocabulary in conversation and creating a plan of the school. Giving directions between places and the outline of the school day. How this compares to school in France, Christmas in France; developing speaking, listening skills and vocabulary.

	History 
	This half term we will be continuing our topic work on the Victorians, with our focus being on the lives of children during the era.  We will be studying holidays, school-life, working conditions in the mines and mills, comparing lives of the rich and poor, and celebrating a Victorian Christmas. This will also include a trip to Tatton Park to learn about the lifes and roles of children working as servants in the local area. The children will undertake research projects about the toys children played with and the pastimes compared to nowadays.
