	Communication and Language/Literacy
We have focussed on the text ‘The Colour of Us’ and we looked at the story of Frida Kahlo ‘Big Dreams, Little People- Frida Kahlo’- we abridged this text and just discussed the pictures. We also learnt the story of ‘Little Red Riding Hood’ 
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	Physical Development 
We have been carrying water containers around and filling large containers to explore ‘floating/ sinking’ in Continuous Provision. We have also practised dough disco and had dance in the hall. We have been making anti clockwise circles in paint palettes whilst mixing skin tone colours. 




	Maths
We have been practising counting 0-5 and 5-0 and we have also been learning number symbol recognition to 5. We have begun to look at 2D shapes and their properties.



	Other Learning
In DT, we have made apple crumble as part of Rosh Hashanah learning. We made the crumble mixture by rubbing margarine into flour, which improves our finger strength. We used a big wooden spoon to mix and we picked up cubes of apple and placed in a paper case to improve pincer grasp. We sprinkled brown sugar on top to improve co-ordination. All these skills prep us for writing later on. 
In music, we continued learning how to play percussive instruments and their names. We learnt how to make an ABABA pattern percussively. 
In history, we are looking at old photos. This is part of our homework this week. 
In art, we painted our own self-portraits using mixed media. 





	Homework
Please feel free to read the book your child has chosen from our Nursery library and go over the traditional tale of Little Red Riding Hood. See if your child can re-tell some of the story to you in their own words. This is a higher order reading skill and is linked to sequencing. 
Please practise our new maths song with your child.
Please can you email a copy of a baby photo of your child for our history learning. We would also like a photo of your child’s family for our photo wall in class to promote communication and language skills.
