	Physical Development 
We have been carrying water containers around and filling large containers to explore ‘floating/ sinking’ in Continuous Provision. We have also practised dough disco and had dance and yoga in the hall. We have been using chalk pastels as well as oil pastels for our fine motor skill development. 



	Maths
We have been practising counting 0-5 and backwards with finger gnosis skills. We have been learning about ABABA patterns, both with concrete materials AND auditory. This is this week’s maths homework. Please see below for details. 



	Other Learning
In science, we have been looking at the lifecycle of plants, specifically a horse chestnut tree. We planted conker and made name labels (‘writing for purpose’- NOTE your child is not expected to be able to write ANY of the name just yet). We thought like scientists and problem solved how we could stop squirrels eating our conkers before they begin to grow into baby trees (beginning of food chains and ecosystems).
