Friday 10th October
	Communication and Language/Literacy
We have focussed on the text ‘The Three Billy Goats Gruff as a traditional tale, but this time we have been looking at positional language (under, next to, above, over) and the TIER 2 vocabulary ‘gnashed’ and ‘meadow’. We have also been reading ‘The Little Red Hen’. We learnt the TIER 2 vocabulary ‘windmill’ and looked at a map of where the Little Red Hen went in the story. 
These stories are in hyperlinks at the bottom of the page for you to revisit with your child. It is a good idea to get your child to re-tell you these stories in their own words, if they can. This develops oracy, vocabulary, sequencing and memory. All these skills are necessary for writing stories in KS1s 1 and 2. 
 




	Physical Development 
We have been building shelters with planks, crates, tarps and bricks. We have had Dough Disco, PE and we have been practising putting our coats on and our own shoes and socks on and off. This is part of the assessment criteria in Nursery in most schools in England. 



	Maths
We have been developing 1-1 touch counting, as children this age find this a tricky skill to master. We have practised understanding of the cardinal principle, stable order principle and fingergnosis to 3. We have been looking at properties of 2D shapes but do not worry if your child does not understand this yet. 



	Other Learning
[bookmark: _GoBack]In science, we have been learning about hedgehogs. We learnt that they are good swimmers, they sleep in autumn and winter and they like to eat minibeasts. We are making hedgehog houses next week in Nursery as part of Ecology. In music, we had a lesson with our specialist music teacher, Ms Moorhouse. We also learnt the names of percussive instruments and how to play them and what they are made from. 




	Homework
Please feel free to read the book your child has chosen from our Nursery library and go over the traditional tale of The Little Red hen. Check your child’s understanding of positional language with The Three Billy Goats Gruff. See if your child can re-tell some of the stories to you in their own words. This is a higher order reading skill and is linked to sequencing. 
Please practise our new maths song with your child.
