In Autumn 1, the curriculum coverage and targets for Year Three will be:
	English
	In English, we are going to read ‘The Café at the Edge of the Woods’ and ‘Jack-Jack How to Train Your Human’ together and complete a range of writing activities based upon these books. 

	
	This half term, our targets will be:

· To punctuate sentences correctly with capital letters, full stops, question marks and exclamation marks.

· To identify and use past and present tense verbs within sentences, spelling them correctly.
· To spell words containing the prefixes un, dis, mis, re and pre. 
· To use adjectives and similes for description.
· To use a range of strategies to read new and challenging words.

	Maths
	In Maths, we will explore numbers to 1000 including counting in hundreds, tens and ones as well as understanding place value. We will explore addition and subtraction with and without renaming. 

	
	Our Maths targets will be:

· Recognise the value of each digit in a 3-digit number

· Compare and order numbers 

· Be able to count in hundreds, tens and ones (fours, eights and fifties) 

· Add 3-digit numbers with renaming 
· Subtract 3-digit numbers with renaming

	Science
	In Science this half term we will begin with Physics by exploring:

- Forces
- Light and reflections

- Sound

- Electricity

We will then move on to Biology and explore the following:

- Flowering plants

- Food and nutrition

	Computing
	We will practise our typing skills in our computing lessons, trying to increase speed and accuracy. We will use our typing skills and the features of Microsoft Word to create fact files.

	History 
	Our History topic will be Ancient Egypt. We will learn about how the Ancient Egyptians used the River Nile to help farm the land. We will learn about daily life at this time, pharaohs, how the pyramids were built and burials. 

	Geography
	In our Geography topic, we will study the United Kingdom. We will find out the difference between GB, the UK and the British Isles. We will map countries, towns, cities and counties of the UK.

	Art
	We will explore Ancient Egyptian Art. We will design and make our own scrolls. 

	P.E.
	The children will have an hour swimming lesson every Tuesday. 

	Music
	We will explore what ballads are and how to identify their features. Later in the half term we will also learn some songs for our Harvest performance. 

	R.E.
	This half term, we will be exploring the key question: ‘What do different people believe about God?’ We will explore what Christians and Muslims believe about God. The children will reflect on their own questions and beliefs about God.

	PSHRE 
	Our PSHE theme for this half term is ‘New Beginnings’. We will get to know each other better, identify things that are special about ourselves and understand the need for rules. We will also explore different emotions and how to manage them.

	French
	We will learn different greetings and how to say how we are feeling in French. We will also learn some French finger rhymes and songs. 


Homework, usually English, Maths, spellings and multiplication tables will be given out on a Friday to be handed in by the following Wednesday. Please read with your child regularly and record this in their reading record to enable them to progress through the planets as part of the ‘Reading Rockets’ reward scheme. Times tables and spelling tests will be on Fridays.
Swimming will be on Tuesday afternoons (starting on 9th September). A suitable kit is needed for these lessons (one piece costume for girls and tight fitting shorts for boys, all children must wear a swimming cap – this will be provided if you do not have your own). If children have their ears pierced, it would be preferable if they could leave their earrings at home on P.E. days. If not, they must be able to remove their earrings themselves and are responsible for putting them somewhere safe. 
Reminder – the children require their own small pencil case in KS2. We do have spare equipment in school, but it is most helpful if they can bring their own. A named water bottle is needed each day. 
Occasionally the children may need to miss Assembly to take part in an additional maths or English session following on from our classwork. If you would like more details about this please speak to me.
