	Communication and Language/Literacy
We have focussed on the text ‘Pumpkin Soup’ by Helen Cooper. The TIER 2 vocabulary we have focussed on in this text is ‘bagpipes’, ‘cabin’ and ‘slurp’. Please go over this vocabulary with your child, showing images or YouTube videos, so your child is clear what these words mean. This will support their vocabulary development.

	Physical Development 
We have practised using soft clay in class to make pumpkins, we have had dough disco and we have been carrying large wooden blocks and building with them. 



	Maths
In mathematics, we have been practising 1-1 correspondence touch counting to 3. Children need to move and verbally label 3 objects. An example of this, would be giving your child five objects on a tray and asking them to count out three. Then physically move each one onto the floor whist counting ‘1’, ‘2’, ‘3’. Then ask them how many they have. 




	Other Learning
In art, we have learnt about the Japanese artist, Yayoi Kusama. We learnt that she was born in Japan, that her mummy did not want her to be an artist, that she moved to America and felt very sad for a long time. She decided to make pumpkins out of clay, as pumpkins make her happy.  We made pumpkins too. We are painting polka dots onto them next week. We decided polka dots were circles. 




	Homework
Please read through what we have covered in maths this week, and go over this with your child. Many children can rote count. They know the names of the numbers in order. This is called the ‘stable order principle’. However, some children ARE NOT yet able to count out three objects from a group of five objects and then tell you they have three. This is what we would like you to practise with your child.
