	Physical Development

	Other Learning
In history, we have looked at toys from ‘long ago’ when Ms Van Cook and Miss Crabtree were 3 and 4 years of age.  We looked at artefacts called ‘Upside Down Dolls’. 
We have also practised drawing poppies for Armistice Day and discussed the significance of poppies at this time of year.
