	Physical Development 
We have been practising using chopping knives safely in D.T this week. 	Maths
In mathematics, we have been looking at how to recognise numbers to 3 and for challenge, to 5. We have practised drawing them in the air with our finger. 
We have been making our own number line with number symbols. 



	Other Learning
In other learning, we have learnt about ‘Jack Frost’. This is personification of the weather and children use this imagery in KS2 creative writing. We are introducing personification in context, as the children can see the effect of frost outside. 
We have also looked at ‘Ice City’ in China in Geography.
