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In Autumn 2, the curriculum coverage and targets for Year Three will be:
	English
	In English, we will read George’s marvellous medicine by Roald Dahl. We will write instructions, character descriptions and our own chapters linked to this. 

	
	Our English targets will be:

· To use a variety of conjunctions to extend sentences.
· To use commas in lists and to mark clauses.

· To use apostrophes for omission to spell contracted forms of words.

· To organise writing into paragraphs.

· To read and identify the features of non-fiction texts.

· To give reasons, using evidence from the text, to explain why I think something might happen.

	Maths
	In Maths, we will explore multiplication and division. We will multiply and divide by 3, 4 and 8 in particular. We will learn how to multiply and divide 2-digit numbers. We will also solve multiplication and division word problems. 

	
	Our Maths targets will be:

· Know the multiplication facts for the 3, 4 and 8 times tables.
· Know the corresponding division facts for the 3, 4 and 8 times tables.

· Multiply 2-digit numbers (including where regrouping is required)

· Divide 2-digit numbers (including where regrouping is required)

· Solve multiplication and division word problems. 

	Science
	 In Science this half term, we will continue with Biology by exploring:

- The role of the human skeleton and muscles in support, protection and movement
- Animal classification 
- How offspring sometimes resemble their parents.

- The resemblance between plants and those that grow from their seeds.
We will then move on to Chemistry and explore the following:

- The properties of different rocks
- How igneous and sedimentary rocks are formed
- The properties of different types of soils.

	Computing
	In our computer lessons, we are going to learn about coding and algorithms. We will develop our programming skills using 2Code on Purple Mash to create short animations.

	History
	In History this half term, we will continue to explore the Ancient Egyptians. We will find out about how bodies were prepared for burial. We will explore what life was like for the Ancient Egyptians and how they have influenced life today. We will look at different artefacts and hieroglyphics. 
We will also be visiting Manchester Museum to take part in an Egyptian workshop. 

	Geography 
	We will continue to explore the UK by finding out about transport links within the UK. We will look at some geographical features such as mountains and coastlines of the UK. 

	DT
	In DT, we are going to design and make a purse/wallet. We will learn how to thread a needle and some simple stitching techniques.

	P.E.
	Swimming will continue on Tuesday afternoons this half term.

	Music
	Creating Compositions in response to an Animation: Mountains. Exploring dynamics, pitch and tempo and how they change throughout the piece of music. as well as learning songs for a Christmas performance. 

	R.E.
	We will continue to explore the key question: ‘What do different people believe about God?’ We will learn about the Hindu belief in many gods and goddesses and about humanist beliefs. We will then explore the theme of light, thinking about the symbol of light in Christianity, and understanding the significance of the Christingle at Christmas time. 

	French 
	We will be describing shapes using adjectives of colour and size, learning the position of adjectives relative to the noun; and practising language skills.

	P.S.H.E. & Citizenship
	Our theme for this half term is ‘Getting on and Falling out’. We will explore how we can be a good friend, what our triggers are for anger and how we can deal with anger. We will taking part in activities during anti-bullying week and exploring ways to maintain our personal wellbeing. 


Homework will continue as before; English and Maths each week as well as spellings and times table practise. This will be given out on a Friday to be handed in by the following Wednesday. Please read with your child regularly and record this in their reading record, as it is part of their weekly homework. (Times table test and spelling test every Friday). 
Occasionally topic based homework may be given out instead of English. 
Swimming will continue on Tuesday afternoons. Please make sure that your child brings their kit to school with them in the morning. Unless your child is exceptionally unwell, the expectation is that they will attend the swimming session each week. 
Please can you also ensure your child has the correct equipment required for school: a fibre tip blue pen, a pencil, sharpener, ruler and rubber. Colouring pencils, glue and scissors are also useful.
