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In Autumn 2, the curriculum coverage and targets for Year Six will be:
	English
	We’ll look at Grammar and punctuation: types of sentences, relative clauses, word classes, semi-colons and colons, parenthetic commas, active and passive verbs. Spelling: silent letters, roots and patterns. We will be writing newspaper articles about working conditions for children in the Victorian Era. Study of Street Child to create verb poems and write about Jim’s experience in the workhouse. We will also write river poems using Valerie Bloom. 

	English Targets
	· To be able to use brackets, dashes and commas for parenthesis

· To be able to identify and use different types of conjunctions for sentences structures and types

· To be able to spell homophones and near homophones

· To be able to spell key words from the Y5/6 list

· To be able to use inference when answering questions about themes and moods created in the text

· To develop reading comprehension skills to answer two and three mark questions by using quotations and specific details retrieved from a text

	Mathematics
	In Maths, we will firstly consolidate long division. Then we will be focusing on fractions. This will include being able to simplify fractions, compare and order fractions and place fractions on a number line. We will perform the four operations for fractions calculations and calculate fractions of amounts. We will also learn about and practice translations and reflections.

	Maths Targets
	· To solve long division problems 

· To be able to compare and order fractions and simplify fractions
· To be able to count and develop fluency in decimal and fractions equivalents 

· To be able to calculate with fractions for the four operations 

· To be able to convert units of measure and solve problems involving reasoning

· To be able to calculate fractions and percentages of amounts and solve problems involving reasoning with these 

	Science
	In science we will be continuing with looking at chemistry focusing on properties of materials.  We will then be exploring physics for the rest of the half term, making games that use magnets, investigating friction through creating fair tests.  We will examine the pattern between changing voltage and bulb brightness and look at pitch and sound.  We will look at why the earth’s movement gives rise to seasons.

	Computing
	We will be focusing on using spreadsheets this half term. We will be using Microsoft Excel to learn about entering data and simple formulae into spreadsheets. We will learn how to use a spreadsheet to model a real-life situation, explore probability and create graphs.

	History 
	This half term we will be continuing our topic work on the Victorians, with our focus being on the lives of children during Victorian Manchester and Hale and the conditions in towns and accommodation for different groups of people. We will be studying holidays, school-life, working conditions in the mines and mills, comparing lives of the rich and poor, and celebrating a Victorian Christmas. 

	Geography
	This half term we will be continuing our work learning about rivers- how they are formed and what makes the water flow. We will consider how rivers can become polluted, the physical processes of erosion and deposition and flooding. Children will share research about their chosen rivers. 

	P.E.
	We will continue to develop our gymnastic skills in indoor PE to develop sequences using bridges, balances, travel and jumps. We will work on floor gymnastics for core strength and rhythmic gymnastics in teams to incorporate equipment and props.
Outdoor games will be lacrosse. We will be learning lacrosse games and skills in matches and team activities. 

	Music
	We will be doing WW2 singing with Mrs Moorhouse. This will include developing greater accuracy in pitch and control. Identifying pitches within an octave when singing and using knowledge of pitch to develop confidence when singing in parts.
We will also be working on our Christmas production songs and festive carols in December. 

	DT
	We will create and design our own stockings, using fabric for a Victorian Christmas tradition. The children will learn about blanket stitch, running stitch and how to join fabrics and attach decorations. They will develop applique skills using fabric for traditional adornments.  

	R.E.
	‘What do religions say to us when life gets hard?’
A study of different faiths and their messages and guidance for followers in times of trouble. What happens at the end of our lives? What do different religions believe about what happens after death?

	P.S.R.H.E. & Citizenship
	‘Getting on and Falling Out- how to resolve and avoid conflicts’, ‘Say no to Bullying’ link to anti-bullying week. Keeping the body healthy and fit- lifestyle choices linked to our biology work on the human body. We will also focus on the British Value: Mutual Respect. 
This half term we will talk about mental health and well-being and how we can develop ways to enhance this in our lifestyles. In relationships, we will learn that stable, caring relationships, which may be of different types, are at the heart of happy families, and are important for children’s security as they grow up.

	French
	French football champions: Developing and practising language learning strategies, developing reading, speaking and listening skills, responding to questions about footballers.
