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In Spring 1, the curriculum coverage and targets for Year Six will be:
	English
	We will complete Street Child in the first week of term. Then we will be reading and writing a range of different poetry, using the Geography topic of rivers for inspiration to use imagery in our work. The children will focus on the work of Valerie Bloom to create metaphor poems. The children will be reading the novel Skellig, which is fantasy fiction. They will create descriptive writing of settings and characters. We will also write prequels and sequels to the novel. Grammar –adverbs and adverbial phrases, complex sentences, using more sophisticated punctuation marks including brackets, dashes or commas to indicate parenthesis. Spelling by syllabic parts, using rules and exceptions, homophones. 

	English Targets
	· Be able to identify different word classes, including adverbs and adverbial phrases, relative pronouns and determiners.

· Be able to use a range of punctuation change the structures of sentences to vary clause position
· Be able to punctuate with semi colons and colons to mark boundaries between clauses 
· To be able to use past tenses, including past progressive and past perfect tenses

· To be able to spell a wide range of homophones in context

· To be able to spell words with syllabic parts, using rules and exceptions for silent letters etc
· To spell and revise common prefixes and suffixes 

	Mathematics
	We will be completing the unit of work based on ratio. We will explore the link between ratio and fractions, solve problems involving ratio and calculate scale factors. We will be learning and revising how to use decimals to times and divide by 10, 100 and 100 etc. We will also be finding equivalent fractions, decimals and percentages and calculating percentages of amounts. We will also be exploring the use of algebra: learning how to form expressions and equations, use formulae and solve equations.

	Maths Targets 
	· To complete the work on ratio.

· To solve problems involving ratio and proportion and use scale factors.
· To be able to use algebra to solve equations and be able to build formulae for unknown variables 
· To understand place value within 1 and round decimals.

· To find percentages of amounts and convert between fractions, decimals and percentages. 

	Science
	We will be returning to Biology this term with Mrs Oldham and delving deeper into life processes and classification.  With this in mind, we will be exploring the works of Carl Linneaus and using classification systems for ourselves.  Further on in the half term we re-join our work in Chemistry and extend our knowledge of properties and change.

	Computing
	Blogging-This unit of work uses the Purple Mash tool 2Blog and is designed to help children learn the basic principles of creating and maintaining a blog in a controlled and safe environment. We will also be discussing ways to keep ourselves safe online.

	Music
	Working with Mrs Moorhouse, the music specialist, the children will learn about different types of music contribute to the feel of a film. They will appraise different musical features in a range of film contexts. They will use graphic scores to interpret different feel of music in films. 

	P.E. 
	We will be doing dance indoors, learning about the Haka dance and creating our own version. In our outdoor PE lessons, we will be developing our team work and netball skills with matches and skills games. We will also be developing our understanding of tactics in games.

	Art
	Painting and mixed media: artist study
We will explore the work of different artists, focusing on understanding the narratives in art and exploring meaning behind paintings. We will develop our ability to interpret art work and generate our own ideas for a final piece drawing upon our inspiration and selecting appropriate tools and materials to create the desired effect.

	R.E.
	The children will learn about what matters most to Christians and to Humanists. They will be learning in depth from Christianity and from humanism, a non-religious way of life. Through this, children will be exploring how we should care for others and the world and what we can learn from religion about deciding right and wrong. 

	P.S.H.R.E. & Citizenship
	We will be revising the ‘Zones of regulation’ to Y6 and thinking about the kind of behaviours we display when we are operating in these different zones and how to manage this. Y6 will consider respectful relationships, including online relationships and how to manage these in online platforms. We will also be learning about the British Values of ‘Rule of Law’ and how these link to our own personal responsibilities within school to manage our behaviour and expectations. This half term we will visit Crucial Crew to learn about the roles of different people who help keep us safe and think about transition to secondary school. 
The children will be visiting Robinwood and there will be a theme of team building, resilience and overcoming barriers built into their sessions. 

	French
	In my French house: Learning how to describe a house - the different rooms and who lives there. Learning about prepositions to explain where items are arranged in their bedrooms.

	Geography 
	This half term we will be continuing to learn about rivers. We will consider the uses of rivers, how rivers can become polluted and the types and impacts of flooding. We will study the local River Bollin and River Mersey and the impact on human settlements nearby. 

	History
	In history, we will be finding out about life in service for young children working and living in our area. We will consider working in textile factories and children working in coal mines to fuel the industrial growth.  We will also learn about Victorian inventions and inventors, with a study of Lord Shaftsbury and philanthropists. 

We will learn about children in Victorian schools and how this varied for different groups of children in society and the impact of the reforms introduced.
