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Curriculum coverage and targets for Year Two Spring term 1:
	English 
	We will be reading the story ‘The Magic Paintbrush’ by Julia Donaldson and write our own Magic Paintbrush stories. We will be checking our work carefully for sense and accuracy and try to develop our use of interesting vocabulary. We will also be reading ‘The Barnabus Project’ by the Fan Brothers and writing character descriptions and retelling part of the story from a character’s point-of-view.

	
	This half term our targets will be:
· Use subordinating conjunctions within my sentences (when, if, that, because)  
· Check my writing for sense and accuracy 
· Join my writing ensuring consistency in the size and shape of letters          

· Use a variety of punctuation confidently in my writing

· Spell words with the /ul/ sound spelt –le, -el, –il or -al      

· Answer questions about texts read 

	Maths 
	We will explore how to measure and compare mass in grams and kilograms. We will learn to solve word problems using bar modelling diagrams, to read temperature and interpret picture graphs. We will also practise counting money and comparing amounts of money.

	
	This half term our targets will be:
· Measure and compare mass in g and kg

· Solve word problems involving measures and different operations

· Read and estimate temperature

· Read and interpret picture graphs

· Write amounts of money and count money

· Recall the multiplication facts for the 2, 5 and 10 times tables and use these to recall related division facts 

	Science
	Chemistry: we will be identifying and describing the properties of materials and their uses and investigate why different objects are made out of certain materials. Physics: we will compare how different objects move in different ways, experiment with making an electrical circuit and adding components to it and organise images from different seasons into categories.

	History 
	We will be learning about Queen Victoria’s reign as monarch. We will learn about her life, the role she had in society and the legacy that she left behind. We will find out why she is a significant person in British history. We will learn about when, where and why the Crimean War took place.

	Geography
	This half term, we will be finding out about the seaside town of Southport. We will interpret maps of Southport to identify key features and we will look at the weather and climate there. We will begin to learn about the main tourist attractions.

	Computing
	This half term we will be exploring digital art creation through the use of a digital art tool - 2Paint A Picture. Children will learn about famous art styles and how a digital art tool can be used to reproduce art in that style. Additionally, we will learn about the flexibility of digital art and how it can be shared with an audience electronically.

	P.E.
	This half term in our outdoor PE lessons on Tuesdays, we will be developing our attacking and defending skills and well as control of the ball in sessions with the coaches from Altrincham Football Club. We will be doing dance in our indoor PE lessons.

	Music
	Musical Me: Learning to sing the song ‘Once a Man Fell in a Well’ and to play it using tuned percussion, adding sound effects, experimenting with timbre and dynamics and using letter notation to write a melody.

	R.E.
	This half term we will be finding out ‘Who is a Muslim and what do they believe?’ We will be listening to some stories about the Prophet Muhammad and exploring what a mosque is like. 

	DT
	We will explore existing mechanisms in a range of toys that move. We will also explore and use wheels, axles and axle holders in Knex. The children will plan, design, make and evaluate their own moving vehicle.

	P.S.H.E. & Citizenship
	This half term we will be learning about how to achieve goals and dealing with frustration. The children will be setting themselves goals and working towards them. We will think about how a Growth Mindset can help us to achieve our goals.

	French 
	This half term we will be learning the vocabulary for fruits and vegetables then using this vocabulary in sentences to say which we like and don’t like. We will also be revising the days of the week and body parts.


Homework will continue to be given out on a Friday to be returned the following Wednesday. 
Spelling tests will continue to be on a Friday.
