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This half term (Spring 2)
 Year 4 will be learning about the following: 

	English
	 In English we will be reading the graphic novel ‘Cloudy with a chance of meatballs’ and will complete a range of writing tasks based on this book. We will write our own graphic novel, rhyming poetry and an explanation text.

	
	This half term our targets will be:
· Use suffixes and understand how to add them
· Drafting and improving written work
· preparing poems to read aloud and to perform, showing understanding through intonation, tone, volume and action 
· discussing words and phrases that capture the reader’s interest and imagination
· identifying main ideas drawn from more than one paragraph and summarising these

	Mathematics

	In Maths, we will be learning about decimals and telling the time.. We will learn how to convert tenths and hundredths into their decimal equivalents, order decimals, round decimals and divide whole numbers by 10 and 100. In addition, we will be learning how to read 24-hour time, converting between units of measurement of time, and solving problems involving time.

	
	This half term our targets will be:
· To convert tenths and hundredths into decimal equivalents
· To compare and order decimals
· To round decimals to the nearest whole number
· To divide whole numbers by 10 and 100
· To solve problems including decimals and money
· To tell the time on a 24 hour clock
· To convert units of time measurement
· Solve problems involving time


	Science
	In Biology, we will be learning about eating and digestion, including comparing different types of teeth. We will also cover habitats and how animals are adapted to their environment. In Chemistry, we will further our learning on fossils and soils.

	Computing
	We will be finishing off our topic of ‘Writing for different audiences’ by writing a letter and an email. We will also be learning about coding through a program called ‘Logo’.

	History and Geography
	We will be continuing to learn about ‘Europe’, including which countries make up this continent, their capital cities, similarities and differences, customs and traditions.
In History, we will be furthering our knowledge of the Romans, in particular looking at how they changed Britain.

	Design and Technology
	We will be making pizza this half term. This will involve food preparation using a recipe to measure and mix ingredients. The children will use a range of techniques.

	P.E.
	In PE we will be doing handball and invasion games, to learn more about teamwork and tactics.

	Music
	Haiku, music & performance: Hanami 
Using descriptive vocabulary to create a Haiku, putting it to music and adding percussion sound effects to bring all elements together before a final, group performance.

	R.E.
	With Mrs. Emery the children will be exploring the question, ‘Why is Jesus inspiring to some people?’ This will link to the Easter story.

	P.S.H.E. and Citizenship
	The theme for this half term is ‘Good to be me’. We will learn about recognising our strengths and weaknesses and how to deal with these. We will also explore dealing with disappointment, strategies for calming down and being assertive.

	French
	We will be learning about how to discuss the weather and the water cycle in French.



Homework, on atom learning, will be set on a Friday to be completed by the following Wednesday. Please read with your child regularly and record this in their reading record as it is part of their weekly homework. Times tables and spelling tests take place every Thursday.

PE lessons this half term are on Wednesdays and Fridays. Please ensure that your child has something suitable for the colder weather.
