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Curriculum coverage and targets for Year Two Spring term 2:
	English
	Our class text this half term will be ‘The Hodgeheg’ by Dick King-Smith. We will be researching facts about hedgehogs and writing non-chronological reports about them. We will also write our own animal mini-adventure stories. We will be studying some poetry by ‘Michael Rosen’ and write our own poems in a similar style. 

	
	This half term our targets will be: 

· Spell singular and plural nouns. 
· Spell words with different suffixes added.
· Use capital letters, full stops, exclamation marks and question marks to punctuate my writing. 
· Check my work carefully for grammatical accuracy. 
· Extend sentences using a variety of conjunctions and use powerful vocabulary to make my writing more interesting. 
· Develop my inference skills by using clues in the text to deduce meaning 

	Maths
	We will be exploring fractions including halves, quarters and thirds. We will be learning how to calculate fractions of amounts. We will also be learning about the names and properties of common 2D and 3D shapes. We will learn how to tell the time to the nearest 5 minutes.

	
	This half term our targets will be:
· Recognise halves, quarters and thirds.

· Find fractions of shapes and numbers and solve problems involving fractions.

· Recognise and describe the properties of 2D shapes.

· Recognise and describe the properties of 3D shapes.

· Tell and writ the time to the nearest 5 minutes.
· Find time differences and sequence events.

	Science
	Biology: we will be investigating what plants need to grow and be healthy. We will be identifying the main differences between adult animals and their offspring.  We will also categorise animals according to the conditions/habitat they require and explain why a particular habitat is suitable for particular animals. 

	Geography
	We will continue finding out about the contrasting coastal town of Southport. We will be going on our class trip to Southport to find out more about the town and we will be comparing Southport to our local area. We will identify tourist attractions in Southport and write a visitor guide.

	History
	We will be finding out about the life of the significant historical figure ‘Florence Nightingale’ and exploring what she is famous for and the impact she has had on our lives. We will also learn about Mary Seacole and compare how her experiences as a nurse were different to Florence’s.

	Computing 
	This half term we will be doing coding on Purple Mash. We will learn how to use collision detection, timed sequences and buttons in 2Code. We will create programs using algorithms and understand the importance of testing and debugging.

	Art
	We will be doing painting and mixed media in art this half term. We will explore primary and secondary colours, use paint to explore pattern and texture and compose a collage, choosing and arranging materials for effect.

	French 
	This half term we will be learning the vocabulary for parts of the body and parts of the face. We will also be revising days, months and colours.

	P.E.
	Gymnastic indoors on a Monday and football with the coaches from Altrincham Football Club on a Tuesday.

	Music
	Dynamics, timbre, tempo & Motifs: Space

Identifying dynamics, timbre, tempo and instruments in music heard and comparing pieces by the same composer. Visually representing music in creative and more formal ways and learning to play and compose motifs.

	R.E.
	We will be continuing to find out about Muslims and what they believe, including Eid celebrations and what happens at the mosque. Nearer the end of the half term we will also be exploring the Easter story and finding out how Easter is celebrated.

	P.S.H.E. & Citizenship
	Good to be me: the children will be discussing what they are good at and what they need to work harder on. We will be thinking about ways to be assertive and continuing to work on friendships.

The amount of homework does increase slightly at this time of year in order to help the children best prepare for their end of Key Stage tests in May.
