	Physical Development 
We have been crossing the midline and using our core strength in drama and fine motor development. We have been practising our pre-writing skills making vertical top to bottom lines and zigzags from left to right, anti-clockwise circles and for extra challenge, spirals. 



	Maths
In mathematics, we have been looking at patterns in the environment and in Matisse’s art work of flowers, which is part of the White Rose scheme. 



	Other Learning
In music, we have been continuing to learn the lifecycle of a plant using a song about spring seeds and shoots. 
We have been learning about the cycle of a plant using drama and we have learnt that seeds struggle to grow in deserts, because there is not much rain. We learnt that MOST deserts are hot BUT Antarctica, where penguins live is a cold desert.
