In Spring 1, the curriculum coverage and targets for Year Three will be:
	English
	In English, we will be reading Stone Age Boy and will write our own historical narratives linked to this. We will write non-chronological reports about life in the Stone Age. We will also explore the book ‘Tuesday’ by David Wiesner and write our own narratives inspired by the book. 

	
	Our targets this half term are:

· To use a range of adverbs.

· To begin to use commas to separate clauses in sentences

· Know spelling rules for making singular nouns plural.

· Use a range of sentence openers.

· Use a range of conjunctions to extend sentences. 
· To make inferences and deductions about a characters thoughts and feelings when reading.

	Maths
	In Maths, we will explore measures, including length and mass. We will find out how record measurements using centimetres, metres, kilometres, grams and kilograms. We will compare measurements written in different units. We will also solve measure word problems using all four operations.

	
	Our Maths targets will be:

· To write lengths in millimetres, centimetres, metres and Kilometres

· To compare different lengths

· To solve length word problems

· To read weighing scales 

· To solve mass word problems 
· To measure volume in millimetres and Litres

	Science
	This half term, we will start with Physics and will learn about:
· Magnetism

· Light & Sound

· Electrical circuits

· The solar system 
We will then move on to Biology and will learn about: 
· Plants

· The human digestive system 

	Computing
	In our computer lessons, we are going to be exploring emails. We will learn about internet safety. We will email each other via Purple Mash within the secure school network. 

	History 
	We will begin our new History topic ‘The Stone Age’ by constructing a timeline of this period. We will find out how early man hunted and gathered food, and then how life changed during the Stone Age when farming began. 

	Geography
	We will be learning about different types of settlements and how land use varies between settlements, suggesting reasons for this. We will find out how settlements grow and change over time. 

	Art
	Exploring prehistoric art, recreating the style of cave artists using charcoal and natural pigments. We will be experimenting with colour mixing, and creating large-scale artworks, enhancing both artistic skills and historical knowledge.

	P.E.
	Swimming will continue throughout most of this half term. 

	Music
	Traditional Instruments & Improvisation: India. We will be identifying traditional instruments and creating improvisations and performing.

	R.E.
	We will explore the question: Why is the Bible important for Christians today? We will develop our understanding of the Bible as a source of guidance in some people’s lives and explore the different ways the Bible is a source of understanding and guidance for Christians from Creation to how they should live.

	P.S.H.E. 
	Our theme for this half term is ‘Going for Goals’ we will be setting ourselves goals as well as exploring Growth Mindsets, and wellbeing further. We will also be exploring the Zones of Regulation. 

	French
	We will be counting in French from one to twelve, asking how old someone is and answering the same question. We will be comparing sentence structures in French and English.


Homework, usually English, Maths and any spelling/multiplication tables will be given out on a Friday to be handed in by the following Wednesday. Occasionally topic based homework will be given instead. Please read with your child regularly and record this in their reading record, it is part of their weekly homework. (Times Table/Spelling test weekly).
Swimming will continue on Tuesdays throughout most of the half term.
Last half term I noticed that a lot of children did not have the basic equipment required for school and we are rapidly running out of equipment. With this in mind, please ensure that your child has the following equipment with them each day: a blue fibre-tip pen (not biro), pencil, ruler, rubber and sharpener (coloured pencils, glue and scissors are also useful).
