	Communication and Language/Literacy
We have been focussing on ‘Daisy and the Beastie’, and we have been learning the names of baby animals to extend your child’s vocabulary. Please go over this text at home and then after a few reads of it, see if you child can re-tell you the story in their own words. In Phonics, we have been looking at identifying different instrumental sounds. This is part of your child learning to ‘tune in’ to sounds in readiness for phonic sounds. 






	Physical Development 
We have been building large and small scale models for gross and fine motor development. 



	Maths
· We have been playing games and learning varying maths skills that are needed for mathematical knowledge progression. 
· Number Recognition & Subitising: Identifying numbers (0-6 or higher) and recognizing dot patterns instantly.
· Matching and Sorting: Pairing identical numbers and sorting tiles based on patterns.
· Addition & Calculation: Summing up the pips on a tile and adding them to the running score.
· Pattern Recognition & Subtraction: Finding the correct number to make a match
· [bookmark: _GoBack]Division by 2- initially sharing out the dominoes to set up the game ‘1 for me, 1 for you.’
