Phonics homework 
1.Place the large blue sheet /fabric on the floor
2.Ask ‘What lives in the sea?’ Allow child time to talk to you. 
3. ‘I’ve got some things that you can find in the sea.’ 
4..Reveal the cod from the Deep Down in the Sea Pictures. ‘This is a cod. C, c, c, cod. Can you say c, c, c, cod?’ Place it in the ‘sea’ (on blue fabric. 
5. Repeat revealing the pictures one at a time. 
6. Add pictures to the ‘sea’ as you go, separating them by their initial sound. 
7. Repeat a few more times, until one group has three pictures in.
 8. ‘What have we got in the sea so far?’ Focus in on the group with the same initial sound and say the words. For example, if you have three ‘s’ words, you could say: ‘Sssseal, sssstarfish, sssseahorse. What do you notice about these words?’
9. Continue adding the pictures and emphasising the initial sound. Encourage the child to join in and help you put them in the right place in the ‘sea’. 
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
