Curriculum coverage and targets for Year 6 Summer Term 2:
	English
	Writing assessment pieces based on Kensuke’s Kingdom newspaper report for Michael being reported missing. We will also be writing dialogue to advance action based on our new text ‘The Final Year’ by Matt Goodfellow.  Drafting and editing skills to improve our written work based on feedback. 

We will be reading ‘A Thousand and One Arabian Nights’ to link with our Islamic Civilisation work in history.
We will also be focusing on speaking and listening objectives for our performance of 

‘Ye-Ha’ and knowledge of play scripts to interpret stage directions and use drama skills.
We will develop our cross-curricular writing to write our geography and history topics. 

	English Targets
	· To draft and edit writing based on feedback

· To develop speaking and listening skills to respond as an audience

· To use drama skills and intonation to tell a story

· prepare poems and plays to read aloud and to perform, showing understanding through intonation, tone and volume so that the meaning is clear to an audience 

	Maths
	Consolidation of our work in year 6. Transition maths activities. Mental Arithmetic 

Statistics work- studying climate data for North America to create tables and charts. Comparing temperature and rainfall ranges and means. 
We will be undertaking some life skills linked maths looking at salaries, budgets, mortgages and food shopping. 

	Science
	We will focus on the structure of the heart and the eyes. We will then look at Chemistry and experiment with ways to separate pebbles and silt in a solution of salt and categorise changes as reversible or not reversible.  We will experiment with making plaster of Paris moulds. In Physics we will look at drag forces and apply our knowledge of forces and movement to make a working mechanism.  Applying our knowledge of gravity we will investigate why the Sun, Earth and Moon are almost spherical., explain why shadows are ‘longer’ in the winter and ‘shorter’ in the summer and demonstrate how and why a sundial, used to tell the time, works.  We will investigate electrical components and explain and demonstrate the pattern between the volume of a sound and the strength of the vibrations that produced it. 

	Computing 
	We will be completing our ‘Text Adventure’ stories and completing a unit of work on ‘Quizzing’.  

	Geography
	We will continue our work in Geography based on North America and the USA.
We will study climate regions, tourist attractions, agriculture and industry patterns and the landscapes. 

	History
	We will be learning about the early Islamic Civilisation and Baghdad in 900 AD. We will be finding out about the Prophet Mohammed and the influence and rise of Islam. The work will include considering why Baghdad was central in the Islamic Empire. 

	DT/Art
	This half term, the children will be creating a balanced and healthy simple meal using cookery skills. They will be chopping, slicing, dicing, sautéing and cubing vegetables in this process.  We will focus on designing and making our own version of a healthy vegetable chilli.  
In Art we will be looking at digital art and learning how to take artistic photographs and edit photographs.

	Athletics- we will cover a range of outdoor athletic lessons to develop our skills in long 
jump, high jump, running and throwing events.

The children will also develop their rounders match skills to practise ball control, passing techniques and matches.

	Music
	The children will work with Mrs Moorhouse to compose and perform a leaver’s song with confidence.
Ye-Ha! music for singing and choreography for our performance. 

	R.E.
	Continuing exploring the beliefs and traditions of Islam, we will explore Eid celebrations and the rituals of Wudu and prayer and exploring the meaning of humanism.
We will visit a mosque as a place of worship. 

	French
	We will be completing a unit about visiting a town in France. This will include learning directions to find places, sightseeing and travel around a French town. Revision, recapping and consolidation of topics and vocabulary taught this year.

	P.S.H.R.E. & Citizenship
	As part of our SEAL work, we will focus on changes as we will be preparing for transition and secondary school routines. 
We will be taking part in a Mock Trial. 

We will be learning about puberty as part of our statutory PSHRE curriculum, including changes to the adolescent body and menstruation.
